SPECIAL CITY COUNCIL MINUTES

APRIL 1, 2008
City Hall Conference Room
CALL:  Mayor Frank Anderson called the meeting to order at 10:05 A.M.
ROLL CALL:  Mayor Anderson, Aldermen Borhauer, Hutchinson, Farner, Holmes and Berdine, Atty. Jason Kelley, Police Chief Wozniak, Captain Farmer, Lt. Cook, Fire Chief Sims and Clerk/Treasurer Wilms.   Clerk Wilms declared a quorum present.

RESOLUTION NO. R2008-07 – AWARD OF CONTRACT FOR PURCHASE OF FIRE DEPARTMENT VEHICLE – Mayor Anderson read the proposed Resolution in its entirety.

Motion Berdine, second Farner, to adopt Resolution No. R2008-04.


Discussion followed on the purchasing procedures of the City and if it was necessary for the Council to formally approve the contract.  Attorney Kelley advised that the City must do competitive bidding for purchases over $20,000.  State Statutes do not permit the Mayor to enter into a contract without the approval of the Council.  (AR Code 14-54-302 (c).)

Chief Sims reported that $42,000 was in the budget and that additional equipment including light bar, etc will be added once the truck is received.  This will replace the 1998 Ford Explorer and will be used by the Chief and for mass transit of employees for training, etc.   The Explorer was not traded in and will be advertised for sale.

RESOLUTION NO. R2008-08 – AWARD OF CONTRACT WITH THE BELLA VISTA ANIMAL SHELTER– Mayor Anderson read the proposed Resolution in its entirety.


Motion Hutchinson, second Borhauer, to adopt Resolution No. R2008-05.


Wording of the Contract was questioned, and it was noted that was the next item of business for the Council to review and discuss.

CONTRACT – BELLA VISTA ANIMAL SHELTER – Discussion was held on the following:
· Rabies impoundment is over and above the $70 impoundment fee;

· Item #2 - Rabies examination fee of $30 is charged for animals suspected to have rabies;

· Item #5 – the fees should be submitted to the City more often than once a month;

· Item #7 – The Shelter needs to see proof of a license before it releases the dog;

· The City gets the money for reclamation fee, we in turn pay the Animal Shelter;

· Item #6 – Keeping track of the name and address of the owner or the person reclaiming the dog; if dog is brought in and returns the shelter needs to make sure the dogs are licensed.  Need to have proof from the City of license.

The Attorney and Mayor to work out the final wording of the Contract with the Animal Shelter.

PRESENTATION – RESOURCE AND WAGE STATUS OF THE BELLA VISTA POLICE DEPARTMENT – Chief Wozniak appeared before the Council providing information on the resources/manpower that the Department has to serve the needs of the residents.  He presented a power point presentation on:

· Some of the cases the Department has worked on;

· The amount of time expended by Police personnel on various cases;

· Population per officer and how that compares to the national average
· Major crimes in the area;
· The number of calls for service;

· What the work schedule of the department looks like and the number of officers to man a particular shift; 

· Competition from private security companies;

· Pay for police officers from various departments in the area;

· The cost of adding police officers and the necessary equipment to the City;

· The number of vehicles the Department has; 

· Monies the City receives by having the Police Department and donations that have been given to the City; and

· Finally the need to increase the work force of the department to meet the needs of the residents.

The presentation was made to provide the Council members with information regarding departmental needs for future budgeting purposes.
