CITY COUNCIL MINUTES

September 28, 2009

CALL:  Mayor Frank Anderson called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

ROLL CALL:  Mayor Anderson, Aldermen Farner, Cox, Holmes, Rooney, Berdine and Hutchinson.  Also present Attorney Kelley, Director of Planning and Code Enforcement Suneson, Fire Chief Sims, Police Chief Wozniak, Police Capt. Farmer and Clerk Wilms.  Clerk Wilms declared a quorum present.

CITZEN INPUT/PUBLIC APPEARANCES:

Mayor Anderson read a “Proclamation” in honor of Chief James Wozniak who is retiring as the Chief of Police of Bella Vista, thanking him for his service to the community and declaring September 30, 2009 as Jim Wozniak “Woz” Day in the City of Bella Vista.

Matthew Holland, 1 Amber Drive, noted the condition of Gosforth Road which was washed out over two years ago.  He also indicated the area has become a dumping site and needs to be cleaned up.  He asked for an update on the road repairs.

Mayor Anderson indicated that the Street Dept. is just about done with the paving contracts and can now focus on other matters.  He noted this road was being repaired as part of a FEMA grant.  He was not sure of the date as to when it will be repaired but noted that the City will fix the road.  Due to staffing levels and the amount of roads in Bella Vista, it is a case of priorities as to when the work will be done.


As for the debris that was dumped he thought it was picked up but since it is not, he will check into it.


Mr. Holland believes the existing condition of road is leading to the dumping of trash and other debris in the area.  Mayor Anderson noted that the City has several areas where illegal dumping occurs. 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES – Motion Farner, second Rooney, to approve the minutes of August 24, 2009 as printed.  Motion carried unanimously.
MONTHLY FINANCIAL REPORT – AUGUST 2009 -   Motion Berdine, second Farner, to approve the August 2009 monthly Financial Report as printed.  Motion carried unanimously.

It was questioned if the Mayor had found out what was considered an adequate reserve?  Mayor Anderson indicated at this time he did not have an answer other than it was up to the Council.  He has been proceeding on a three month reserve of operating budget.

EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE – Alderman Hutchinson reported Public Safety Day was fairly well attended.  No Committee meeting will be held in October.  The next meeting will be November 4th at which time the Committee will go through the comments on Public Safety Day and begin planning for next year.  She thanked Council members that attended.

She also reported on the Reverse 911 System, indicating it was still on hold, waiting for the County to make their decision.  She noted the City is committed to having something in place in Bella Vista.  Mayor Anderson indicated the County may have a basic emergency system in place for next year, and if so, we will see how that works as it will help us decide on what direction we want to go.  The County is looking at three companies.  They do have the money to implement the program and it is hopeful it will happen in the near future.

VOLUNTEER CITY APPLICATION - Alderman Cox indicated that Mary McKee and Brenda Gardner again spear headed the Committee requesting information from the various organizations in the City.  She stated that the application was mailed, has been received and will be evaluated.  There were 2004 volunteers in the City which provided the work of 73 full-time employees.

MAYORIAL ANNOUNCEMEN TS: 

· Paving Contract - Mayor Anderson reported that approximately 40 miles of roadway were slurry sealed.  A few areas had to be redone due to weather, school buses and garbage trucks.  He noted that Allied Waste worked with the contractor to schedule work based on their route days.
Hutchens Construction has started work on streets where new home construction has occurred and the street had no pavement.  The grading has been completed and they will get a double chip and seal process.  Following completion of those roads they will do the asphalt paving and then the single chip and seal.

The City is still planning to do some test areas of smaller sections with a double chip and seal and to rent the Hutchens’ equipment with the Street Dept. crews doing the work.  We will see how cost effective this is.

Alderman Berdine indicate he had heard of a process of chip and seal where they lay a fabric down during the process, supposedly it made the surface last longer without cracking.  He wondered if the Mayor looked into this type of process.  Mayor Anderson replied he had heard of a fabric being used in the asphalt pavement, which resulted in less asphalt being used, but the cost was about the same.  He was not aware of the fabric being used with chip and seal.

· Road Tax Lawsuit - Atty. Kelley reported a hearing had been set for October 24 and both attorneys thought the judge would rule on pending motions.  The judge did not rule and scheduled a new hearing for November 19 at which time he would act on all pending motions.   
SUSPEND RULES - Motion Berdine, second Farner, to suspend rules and to read all proposed ordinances on the agenda by title only.

ORDINANCE - SEPARATING AND ESTABLISHING THE ELECTED OFFICE OF CITY CLERK AND APPOINTED OFFICE OF CITY TREASURER BEGINNING JANUARY 1, 2011, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES - Mayor Anderson gave the second reading of the proposed ordinance by title only.


There being no discussion, the ordinance will be held over to the next meeting for the third and final reading.

ORDINANCE - SETTING A SPEED LIMIT ON ROADWAYS IN THE CITY THAT ARE NOT OTHERWISE POSTED, MANDATING COMPLIANCE WITH SPEED LIMITS, ESTABLISHING AUTHORITY TO SET AND POST SPEED LIMITS, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES - Mayor Anderson gave the first reading of the proposed ordinance by title only.


Discussion was held noting that most residential streets have a uniform 25 mph speed limit.  The only streets that would be posted would be the collector and major arterials that move the traffic throughout the City.  Those roads are currently posted.  There being no further discussion, the ordinance will be held over to the next meeting for the second reading.

ORDINANCE NO. 2009-13 - ADOPTING THE NFPA70, NATIONAL ELECTRICAL CODE, 2008 EDITION BY REFERENCE, PROVIDING REQUIREMENTS FOR PERMITTING, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES - Mayor Anderson gave the first reading of the proposed ordinance by title only.


Ald. Farner indicated that the Codes are to provide public compliance for public safety, but that only licensed contractors are able to do the work.  He felt there should be some provision to allow for property owners to pull permits.  By not allowing the property owner to pull the permit it increases their cost and could make it cost prohibitive to them.  They would still need to do the work in accordance with code and pass inspection.


Motion Farner, second Hutchinson, to amend proposed Ordinance 2009-13 by inserting in Section 2 (b)(3): “ A permit may be issued to a property owner to install electrical installations in a single family residence, provided the property owner does the work himself, and the building is owned and occupied by such owner as his home.  Such electrical work must strictly comply with the requirements of all applicable codes and ordinances”.


Discussion was held:
· In the plumbing code owners are allowed to do minor repairs without a permit, but that is not identified in the electrical code.

· By allowing a homeowner to get the permit it brings the work under the inspection process, otherwise homeowners do the work but don’t get a permit or have an inspection.

· By allowing a homeowner to get the permit, the inspector becomes the teacher as in most cases the homeowner does not know the Code and the inspector has to train the homeowner.  This also becomes a safety issue and a time issue for the inspector.

· If you don’t allow a homeowner to get the permit, you are forcing the business to a special few people.   
· You will always have some people who will do the work without a permit.

Discussion was held about the possible inclusion of language relating to minor repairs without a permit.

Motion Berdine, second Holmes, to amend proposed Ordinance No. 2009-13 by inserting language to allow for minor repairs to be done without a permit.

Discussion was held on what items could be included that do not require a permit.  The Council could not reach agreement on what constituted a minor repair.


Motion was withdrawn with the consent of the Council.


Motion Berdine, second Rooney, to amend proposed Ordinance No. 2009-13 by inserting Section 2 (f) - “Minor Repairs.  No permit is required for minor repairs such as outlets, switch plates, ceiling fans or light fixtures.”

Further discussion followed on the language and what specifically should be required.  It was felt that the City should let the Code stand until we find that it does not work.  Atty. Kelley noted that the Codes follow those adopted by the City of Fayetteville.


Motion to amend was withdrawn with the consent of the Council.


Further discussion was held on Section 2 (d) (2) noting that ceiling fans have pull chains.


Motion Holmes, second Berdine, to amend proposed Ordinance No. 2009-13 by striking Section 2 “(d) (2)” and renumbering (3) to (2).

ORDINANCE NO. 2009-14 - ADOPTING THE ARKANSAS ENERGY CODE FOR NEW BUILDING CONSTRUCTION, 2004 EDITION, BY REFERENCE, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES - Mayor Anderson gave the first reading of the proposed ordinance by title only.


It was noted that this ordinance is not currently enforced in Bella Vista; however, it is required by State law to be enforced.


Director Suneson indicated that this covers thermal design standards and the Council needs to include the exterior design conditions as noted on the proposed supplement to the ordinance.  These are interior and exterior heat standards for insulation and heating and cooling equipment.

Motion Holmes, second Rooney, to amend proposed Ordinance No. 2009-14 by inserting in Section 1 the following table and to delete the first “the” in the second line of Section 1:


Section 302, Table 302.1, Exterior Design Conditions:

1.  Winter, Design Dry-bulb (oF) shall be 12o.


2.  Summer, Design Dry-bulb (oF) shall be 94o.


3.  Summer, Design Wet-bulb (oF) shall be 76o.


4.  Degree days heating shall be 4,052.


5.  Degree days cooling shall be 1,335.


6.  Climate zone shall be 9B.

ORDINANCE NO. 2009-15 - ADOPTING THE ARKANSAS FUEL GAS CODE, 2006 EDITION BY REFERENCE, PROVIDING REQUIREMENTS FOR PERMITTING AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES - Mayor Anderson gave the first reading of proposed Ordinance 2009-15 by title only.

This ordinance covers propane and natural gas.  It does not include gasoline.


Motion Farner, second Holmes, to amend Section 2 (d) (2) to read as follows:  “Tests as required by code shall remain open on any addition, alteration, repair, and new piping installations until the installation has been approved by the City”.

Discussion followed on the control LP gas which is regulated by the State and they license system dealers.  This ordinance reinforces the rules. Motion Farner, second Hutchinson, to adopt Resolution No. R2009-25.



Discussion was held noting that the original Department Policies and Procedure 
Manual was approved by the City Council.  There are some revisions that need to take place and the method by which to do that was unclear.  This resolution identifies the mechanism for future revisions to the Manual.

RESOLUTION NO. R2009-26 - AUTHORIZING THE BELLA VISTA POLICE DEPARTMENT TO SOLICIT DONATIONS FOR THE INITIAL PURCHASE AND TRAINING OF A K-9 UNIT, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES - Mayor Anderson read proposed Resolution No. R2009-26 in its entirety.


Discussion was held:

· Commending the officer for wanting to take on the responsibility of the K-9 unit;

· Noting concern about potential costs to the City on the maintenance of the animal, noting that many dogs do have major medical issues in the future, some of which can be costly;

· The frequency of training and how many hours that would include and are there extra costs relating to travel, meals, and possible over-time to cover additional staffing;

· Residence of the officer and the amount of time it would take to get to Bella Vista if called in;

· Possible liability insurance for the animal at his place of residence;

· 2009 budget will be tight and should we consider putting off the purchase until 2010.
· Has Chief identified ways to come up with money for any additional costs.

Chief Wozniak indicated that any supplies would come out of the existing supplies budget.  Previously any overtime was absorbed into the current budget.  Training is done in Benton County so no additional travel would be required or overtime to cover time away.  The officer is working on getting veterinary services donated as well as the kennel.  A veterinary has already offered a 25% discount on major illnesses/injuries.

Further discussion included:

· K-9 units usually serve for an average of 8 years, but there is no guarantee.  The dog is approximately 1-1/2 to 2 years old when obtained.

· The last dog we had about four years and had only routine vet bills;  there is sufficient money in current accounts to cover;

· We could create a separate account to track costs for the K-9 unit;

· The cage is to separate the dog from the driver, it has a tight seal and is climate controlled.  The officer has a remote control to let the dog out should help be needed.

It was questioned if the City could appoint the Benton County Coordinator and it was noted that the proposed Resolution came from Benton County and it is their request that all 26 municipalities adopt this resolution. 

Chief Sims added that the plan has been in the works since 2004.  If the City wants to be able to get Federal funding in the future, we need to adopt this resolution.  It will be looked at again in five years unless something major would happen earlier.

RESOLUTION NO. R2009-28 - AUTHORISING THE MAYOR AND CITY CLERK TO ENTER INTO A CONTRACT WITH THE BELLA VISTA VILLAGE ARCHITECTURAL CONTROL COMMITTEE INC. (ACC), FOR PURPOSES OF PROVIDING INSPECTION SERVICES IN THE CITY OF BELLA VISTA, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES - Mayor Anderson read proposed Resolution R2009-28 in its entirety.


Mayor Anderson indicated this would be an interim agreement for approximately  six to 12 months until a more comprehensive method for inspections by the City can be worked out.  He noted this would provide for inspection services to all properties in the City and is especially need for properties in the City but not in the POA.


Motion Berdine, second Cox, to amend proposed Resolution R2009-28 as follows:


In the heading strike the words “enter into” and insert “Develop”;


In the first Whereas paragraph strike the words “Fire Prevention” and insert “Building” and add an “s” to the word Code;


In Section 1 strike the words “enter into” and insert “develop” and delete the words “,per the attached agreement” at the end of the paragraph.

ORDINANCE NO. 2009-18 - PROVIDING FOR THE LEVY OF A ONE PERCENT (1%) SALES AND USE TAX WITHIN THE CIT OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS, FOR FUNDING PUBLIC SAFETY NEEDS (POLICE DEPARTMENT AND FIRE DEPARTMENT); FOR GENERAL REVENUE; AND PRESCRIBING OTHER MATTERS PERTAINING THERETO, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES - Mayor Anderson gave the first reading of proposed Ordinance No. 2009-18 by title only.


Mayor Anderson reminded the Council  that this was discussed and the recommendation of the Council was to increase personnel and equipment of our public safety forces.  It was decided to proceed with a 1% sales tax, but no agreement had been reached on how much should be set aside for security services or timing.  He has heard from several council members to proceed relatively soon.

Attorney Kelley looked at what the City needed to do and he drafted two ordinances for the Council’s consideration.  There is a window of time, from the date of adoption, for a special election to be held.  We would be looking at dates in either December or January for an election.   If the Council cannot agree on a date for the election, than we need to postpone final adoption on the ordinances to a later date.  


The second issue is the amount of money that would be earmarked for public safety purposes.  $750,000 was one suggestion, not knowing how much we will actually acquire in one year’s time.  Best estimates are between $600,000 and $800,000.


Discussion followed:

· If we have a December election is there sufficient time to explain the needs to the public;  if December is agreed to a marketing committee will be appointed and will proceed with getting the information out to the public;

· Believe the public will support, especially with 650 EMS calls which is up from last year, this pace cannot be sustained with the current staffing levels;

· We are approaching the holiday season and also the time when a number of residents go south for the winter;

· The marketing committee would break up into teams and would contact all organizations, churches, etc. and spread the word.  There may be some radio advertising as well.

· Whether this is the time to go forward with a sales tax noting the economy has not yet recovered.

· Two election dates to consider are December 8th or January 12th.

Motion Rooney, second Farner, to suspend the rules, to waive the second and third readings and to adopt proposed Ordinance No. 2009-18.

 Discussion was held:
· The total cost of the additional police and fire staffing was estimated at $1.735 million, yet no more than $750,000 can be dedicated to Public Safety?  The Ordinance reads that no less than $750,000 can be dedicated.  If more is received the Council can determine if more should be earmarked for public safety purposes. 

· It was also noted that if our revenue would get so high and we have more pressing issues, the money collected over $750,000 can be used elsewhere.  However, the first $750,000 must be used for public safety purposes.

· It was felt based on current numbers that it will be at least four to six years before we will get to the $750,000 level.

· It was again noted that the resolution supporting the increased staffing levels was on a “Pay as you go” basis, and would be recurring costs each year.

· Any funds in the general fund could be used for public safety purposes at the direction of the Council.  By limiting the dollar amount, the Council determines how any additional revenues can and should be spent.

· Attorney Kelley indicated that there should be two separate and distinct motions, one on the suspension of the rules and the second on passage.

Motion to suspend rules and adopt the Ordinance was withdrawn with the consent of the Council.
