ORDINANCE NO. 2007-06
CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS

AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND RECORDER TO NEGOTIATE WITH TRUE NORTH AND CONTRACT WITH PROVIDERS FOR THE PROVISION OF PROVIDING INSURANCE FOR THE CITY EMPLOYEES, WAIVING THE REQUIREMENT OF COMPETITIVE BIDDING, DECLARING AN EMERGENCY AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES

WHEREAS, the City of Bella Vista is a newly created Arkansas municipal corporation; and


WHEREAS, the City must move quickly to seek necessary insurance in all areas to cover both its risk and for the purposes of providing necessary insurance coverage for future city employees, and


WHEREAS, Ark. Code Ann. §14.58-304 provides that the purchase of all types of insurance by cities of the first class be governed by the provisions of Ark. Code Ann. § 14-58-303 regarding competitive bidding, and Ark. Code Ann. §14-58-303(b) (2) (B) provides that the City Council may, by ordinance, waive the requirements of competitive bidding in exceptional situations where the bidding procedure is deemed not feasible or practical; and


WHEREAS, the need to make a provision for these types of insurance is immediately necessary to facilitate the health, safety and welfare of the citizens of the city.


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS:


SECTION 1.  The Mayor and Recorder are hereby authorized to negotiate with True North (an insurance broker) to contract for the provision of employee insurance coverage including Medical, Dental, Life and Accidental Death, Long Term Disability, and Workers Compensation Insurance.  Thru the negotiations True North must provide comparisons between at least four providers, and one of those providers must be the Arkansas Municipal League, unless quotations cannot be obtained from four providers because of our size.  The Mayor and Recorder are also authorized to enter into necessary contracts with providers of listed insurance up to the level provided in the budget.


SECTION 2.  The requirement of competitive bidding regarding these contracts is hereby deemed not feasible or practical, and is therefore waived.


SECTION 3.  EMERGENCY CLAUSE.  The need to enter into this contract and provide this insurance for the city and/or its employees is immediate and necessary for the health, safety, and welfare of the citizens of the city.  Therefore, an emergency is hereby declared to exist and this ordinance shall be deemed in full force and effect from and after its passage by the City Council and approval by the Mayor.
