ORDINANCE NO.  2007-11
CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS

AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 2007-10 BY DELETING THE EXEMPTION OF STREET LIGHTS FROM APPLICABLE FRANCHISE FEES,  DECLARING AN EMERGENCY; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, the City of Bella Vista, Arkansas on August 27, 2007, adopted Ordinance No. 2007-10 Establishing a Franchise Fee to be Charged Carroll Electric Cooperative Corporation within the Corporate Limits of the City of Bella Vista, Arkansas, Declaring an Emergency; and for other purposes; and 


WHEREAS, Carroll Electric Cooperative Corporation, was notified of the adoption of Ordinance No. 2007-10 which made a provision for the exclusion of street lights from applicable franchise fees; and


WHEREAS, Carroll Electric Cooperative Corporation, has indicated that their billing software does not have the capability of segregating out street lights from electric consumption of individual households


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS:

Section 1:  Ordinance No. 2007-10, Section 2, is hereby amended to read as follows:


The Carroll Electric Cooperative shall pay the City of Bella Vista, Arkansas, commencing with the period of bills delivered after October 1, 2007 and ending with bills delivered on or before September 30, 2012 a sum equal to four and one quarter percent (4.25 %) of its gross sales of electrical power, excluding power sold to operate street lights within the City, to domestic and commercial consumers within the territory served by Carroll Electric Cooperative Corporation within the corporate limits of the City of Bella Vista, Arkansas as said limits now exist or may hereafter exist.  Said payments to be made monthly.  Carroll Electric shall have Thirty (30) days from the end of each month to compute and make payments provided for herein.  Insofar as payment of said franchise fee, said payment shall be continued from year to year following September 30, 2012 unless the City of Bella Vista or Carroll Electric shall terminate this agreement at the end of any year after giving sixty (60) days advance notice of intention to terminate.

Section 2:  The remaining portion of Ordinance No. 2007-10 remains unchanged and in full force.
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Section 3:  EMERGENCY CLAUSE.  It is hereby determined by the City Council of the City of Bella Vista, Arkansas that this franchise ordinance is necessary in order that the needs of the City may be properly protected.  Therefore, an emergency is declared to exist and this franchise being necessary for the preservation of the public peace, health, and safety shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and approval.
