ORDINANCE NO. 2007-12
AS AMENDED

CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS

PROHIBITING HUNTING IN THE CITY, PROVIDING A PENALTY FOR VIOLATION, PROVIDING FOR AN EMERGENCY CLAUSE, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES

WHEREAS, the City of Bella Vista deems it advisable to restrict all forms of hunting in the city to protect the health and safety of citizens, and


WHEREAS, the discharge of firearms and use of archery equipment within the City while hunting poses a danger to citizens of the City.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS:


Section 1:  No person may hunt with firearms in the City of Bella Vista, Arkansas.  The term “hunt” has the same meaning given to it in Arkansas Game and Fish Commission regulations or as otherwise defined by state law.


Section 2:  The penalty for a violation of Section 1 is a fine of up to $250.00.


Section 3:  If any portion of this ordinance shall be declared invalid or unenforceable, said declaration shall have no impact on the enforceability of the remaining portions of this ordinance.


Section 4:  EMERGENCY CLAUSE.  The need to impose hunting restrictions within the City is necessary to protect the health, safety and welfare of the citizens of the City, and an emergency is, therefore, deemed to exist.  This ordinance shall therefore be in full force and effect from and after its passage and approval.
