ORDINANCE NO. 2007-17
AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE FRANCHISE OF COX COMMUNICATIONS (COXCOM INC.), ITS SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS, FOR THE CONTINUED OPERATION OF ITS CABLE TELEVISION SYSTEM AND BUSINESS INCIDENTAL TO OR CONNECTED WITH THE CONDUCTING OF A CABLE TELEVISION BUSINESS AND SYSTEM WITHIN THE PUBLIC PROPERTY OF THE CITY, AND PROVIDING FOR A FRANCHISE FEE TO BE PAID TO THE CITY; REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES AND AGREEMENTS IN CONFLICT HEREWITH, DECLARING AN EMERGENCY, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES

WHEREAS, the City of Bella Vista desires to grand CoxCom, Inc., its successor and assigns, a franchise authorizing it to continue to erect and maintain its plant, cables and facilities along, across, on, over, through, above and under all public streets, highways, grounds and places within the City and to operate its plant, cables, and facilities within the City as part of its cable television business and all business incidental to or connected with the conducting of a cable television business and system with the City; and to impose upon CoxCom, Inc. a fee which shall be in lieu of all other licenses, charges, fees or special taxes other than the usual general or special ad valorem taxes.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS:


Section 1:  CoxCom, Inc., its successors and assigns, are hereby granted a franchise to operate its cable television system, and all business incidental to or connected with the conducting of a cable television business and system in the City, under terms as outlined in the following incorporated Franchise Agreement on file in the City offices, with imposition of a franchise fee of 5% payable to the City, as detailed in said Agreement, as permitted by federal law.  Said agreement is incorporated into this Ordinance as if set out word for word.


Section 2:  All other ordinances and agreements and parts of ordinances and agreements relating to the operating of or right to operate a cable television system within the City are hereby repealed.


Section 3:  This ordinance shall continue in effect and be in force and be terminated only pursuant to eligible events as defined in state or federal law.
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Section 4:  EMERGENCY CLAUSE.  It is hereby determined by the City Council of the City of Bella Vista that this franchise ordinance is necessary in order that the health, safety and welfare of the citizens may be met.  Therefore, an emergency is hereby declared to exist and this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and approval.
