CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS

AN ORDINANCE DEFINING AND LIMITING THE INTEREST IN WHICH CITY OFFICIALS MAY HAVE, DIRECTLY OR INDIRECTLY, IN CONTRACTS FOR THE SALE OF EQUIPMENT, FURNISHING OF SUPPLIES OR FURNISHING OF SERVICES TO THE CITY, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES

WHEREAS, Ark. Code Ann. § 14-42-107 provides that “No alderman, council member, official, or municipal employee shall be interested, directly or indirectly, in the profits of any contract for furnishing supplies, equipment, or services to the municipality unless the governing body of the city has enacted an ordinance specifically permitting aldermen, council members, officials, or municipal employees to conduct business with the city and prescribing the extent of this authority.”, and


WHEREAS, it is deemed advisable to permit very limited contractual dealings with the city by city officials and their spouses concerning the provision of equipment, supplies or services to the City of no greater value than $500.00, and


WHEREAS, the confidence of the public in their government is of paramount importance, and the City should conduct all business in full view and with full knowledge of the citizens of the City.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS:


Section 1:  Subject to the provisions of Ark. Code Ann. § 14-42-107, and with the authority granted by that section, city council members, city officials, municipal employees and the spouses of any them, shall be permitted to contract with the City for the sale of equipment, furnishing of supplies, or the furnishing of services so long as the total consideration for any such contract does not exceed $500.00.

Section 2:   Whenever a limited contractual dealing as identified above presents itself, the City Council shall be notified of the proposed contract and the dollar amount involved, prior to consummation of the transaction.
