CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS

(As Amended)
AN ORDINANCE PROHIBITING THE PROVISION OF POTABLE WATER TO ANY LOCATION WHERE SAID WATER MAY FLOW INTO A FAILING SEPTIC SYSTEM AS DETERMINED BY ARKANSAS DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH REGULATIONS, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES
_____________________________________________________________________

WHEREAS, it has come to the knowledge of officials of the City that certain properties in the corporate limits of the City have failing septic systems causing open raw sewage to flow on the surface of the ground; and

WHEREAS, in addition to state law, the use of local enforcement tools will aid in ending said conditions more quickly; and


WHEREAS, cutting the flow of potable water to a property with a failing septic system is one of the most effective ways of causing such pollution to cease.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS:


Section 1:  It shall be unlawful for any corporation, partnership, person or other entity which operates within the corporate limits of the City to provide potable water to any location where said water may flow into a failing or non-functional septic system.  For purposes of this Ordinance a septic system is deemed to be failing or non-functional when raw or untreated sewage from the system flows or appears on top of the ground.

Section 2:  The requirement to cease providing potable water shall only be effective thirty (30) days after notice to the potable water service provider that a particular location has a failing or non-functional septic system.

Section 3:  The need to remedy septic issues is immediate and necessary to help maintain the health, safety and welfare of the citizens of the City.  Therefore, an emergency is hereby declared to exist, and this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage, approval and publication as provided by law.
