ORDINANCE NO. 2009-04
CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS

AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING BY REFERENCE THE ARKANSAS FIRE PREVENTION CODE, 2007 EDITION, AND SUBSEQUENT AMENDMENTS, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES


WHEREAS, a system of fire safety enforcement is essential to the health, safety and welfare of the citizens of the City of Bella Vista; and


WHEREAS, since incorporation, the City has been forced to rely on the state fire marshal for enforcement of fire safety codes; and

WHEREAS, local enforcement and inspections are necessary to provide effective fire safety for the citizens of the City; and


WHEREAS, the State of Arkansas has adopted the Arkansas Fire Prevention Code, 2007 Edition, which is based on the 2006 International Fire Code, International Building Code and International Residential Code, and said code is available for adoption by reference by the City as its fire code; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Arkansas Code Section 14-55-207, public notice has been published in a paper of general circulation within the City, stating that three (3) copies of the proposed code are open to public examination at the office of the City Clerk/Treasurer.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS:


Section 1:  The Arkansas Fire Prevention Code, 2007 Edition, consisting of three (3) volumes, is hereby adopted by reference for the City of Bella Vista.

Section 2:  Subsequent amendments to, or editions of, the Arkansas Fire Prevention Code which may hereafter be duly-adopted by the State of Arkansas shall be applicable to the City of Bella Vista.

Section 3:  The Bella Vista Fire Chief, or his duly-authorized designee, shall have full authority to enforce the provisions of this Ordinance through necessary inspections or the issuance of citations for violations of the provisions herein.
