AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 2008-02 CONCERNING PARKING,

DECLARING AN EMERGENCY, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES
_______________________________________________________________

WHEREAS, the City Council passed and the Mayor approved Ordinance No. 2008-02, which regulated parking of vehicles in the City; and


WHEREAS, it has become clear that additional requirements are needed to carry out the intention of the Council concerning the appropriate parking locations of vehicles.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS:


Section 1:  Section 13(a) of Ordinance No. 2008-02 is hereby amended, so that after amendment it shall read as follows:


“(a)  Except when necessary to avoid conflict with other traffic or in compliance with law or the directions of a law enforcement officer, traffic control device, or parking control device, no person shall stop, stand or park a vehicle, or permit a vehicle registered in his name to be stopped, standing or parked, on a non-paved or non-chat graveled (SB-2) area in any residential area.  For purposes of this section, “paved” includes all forms of a hard surface, whether concrete or asphalt.  Decorative gravel does not meet the requirement of this section as it is not chat gravel or SB-2.  Parking on decorative gravel is specifically prohibited.  A “residential area” is an area where, either through zoning or a private covenant scheme, only residences may be constructed.” 


Section 2:  The need to clarify parking regulations is immediate and necessary to the public health, safety and welfare.  Therefore, an emergency is hereby declared to exist, and this Ordinance shall take full force and effect from and after its passage, approval and publication as provided by law.
