ADOPTING THE ARKANSAS ENERGY CODE FOR NEW BUILDING CONSTRUCTION, 2004 EDITION, BY REFERENCE, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS:


Section 1:  Adoption by reference.


There is hereby adopted by the City Council of the City of Bella Vista, Arkansas, by reference thereto, the provisions set forth the in the Arkansas Energy Code for New Building Construction, 2004 edition, which is based on the 2003 International Energy Conservation Code, and as may from time to time hereafter be amended.

Section 3.02, Table 302.1, Exterior Design Conditions is amended to read as follows:


1.  Winter, Design Dry-bulb (oF) shall be 12o.


2.  Summer, Design Dry-bulb (oF) shall be 94o.


3.  Summer, Design Wet-bulb (oF) shall be 76o.


4.  Degree days heating shall be 4,052.


5.  Degree days cooling shall be 1,335.


6.  Climate zone shall be 9B.

Section 2: Inspections and tests.


Inspections and tests for work covered under the adopted code shall be requested and approved by the city as follows:

a. Rough-in

b. Final


Section 3: Repealer.


Any ordinances or part of ordinances which may be in conflict with the provisions herein are hereby specifically repealed.


Section 4:  Savings clause.


If any provision of this Ordinance, or the code adopted herein by reference, be ruled unenforceable or unconstitutional, said ruling shall have no effect on the enforceability of other non-affected sections.


Section 5:  Effective date.


This Ordinance shall become effective November 1, 2009.
