ADOPTING THE ARKANSAS MECHANICAL CODE, 2003 EDITION BY REFERENCE, PROVIDING REQUIREMENTS FOR PERMITTING,

AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS:


Section 1:  Adoption by reference.


There is hereby adopted by the City Council of the City of Bella Vista, Arkansas, by reference thereto, the provision set forth in the Arkansas Mechanical Code, 2003 edition, and as may from time to time hereafter be amended.


Section 2:  Additional requirements/Permitting.

(a) Application.  All mechanical work, unless specifically exempt herein, shall require the application for and approval of a mechanical permit from the city prior to beginning mechanical installations in the corporate limits of the city.

(b) Minor repairs.  No permit is required for minor repairs such as recharging of units, filter changes, and replacement of parts within the units.

(c) Issuance.  The city is authorized to issue permits to the following:

(1)
State licensee.
Section 3:  Inspection and tests.

(a) Underslab/underground;

(b) Rough-in; and/or

(c) Final. 

Section 4:  Right to inspect.  

The city shall have the right to inspect and may require tests for existing mechanical installations when there is reason to believe that such system is not safe for the use intended.  When such inspections or tests indicate a faulty or unsafe system, the system shall be made safe before the system is used.


Section 4:  Conflicts.


Should any specific provision contained within this Ordinance conflict with any provision contained in the Arkansas Mechanical Code hereby adopted by reference, the specific provisions contained herein shall be controlling.


Section 6:  Repealer.


Any ordinances or part of ordinances which may be in conflict with the provisions herein are hereby specifically repealed.

Section 7:  Savings clause.

If any provision of this Ordinance, or the code adopted herein by reference be ruled unenforceable or unconstitutional, said ruling shall have no effect on the enforceability of other non-affected sections.


Section 8:  Effective date.


This Ordinance shall become effective November 1, 2009.
