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ORDINANCE NO. 2009- 20
CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS

SEPARATING AND ESTABLISHING THE ELECTED OFFICE OF CITY CLERK AND APPOINTED OFFICE OF CITY TREASURER BEGINNING JANUARY 1, 2011,

AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES

WHEREAS, Arkansas Code Annotated section 14-43-405 provides that a city of the first class may provide, by ordinance, for the election or appointment of its city treasurer, and


WHEREAS, the City of Bella Vista previously provided by resolution that the city clerk be designated a city clerk-treasurer, allowing one person to assume the duties of both clerk and treasurer as further provided in section 14-43-405, and


WHEREAS, if the offices are split, Arkansas Code Annotated section 14-43-316 provides that cities of the first class having a population of fewer than fifty thousand (50,000) shall elect a city clerk and a city treasurer every four (4) years, unless the city treasurer is appointed pursuant to Arkansas Code Annotated section 14-43-405, and


WHEREAS, the City of Bella Vista desires to split the duties of the city clerk and city treasurer and have an elected city clerk and an appointed city treasurer.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS:


Section 1:  Beginning with the next general election of city officials in 2010, to take office January 1, 2011, and every four (4) years thereafter, there shall be elected a city clerk for the City of Bella Vista, Arkansas.  The elected city clerk shall have no city treasurer duties.

Section 2:  There is hereby created, effective January 1, 2011, the appointed office of city treasurer.  The city treasurer shall be a department head and shall be appointed or removed by the Mayor, subject to an override vote of the City Council by a two-thirds (2/3) majority as provided in Arkansas Code Annotated section 14-42-110.

Section 3:  The appointed city treasurer shall have experience and training in accounting, auditing, or a related finance field.

Section 4:  The city clerk-treasurer in office as of the date of the passage of this Ordinance shall continue to exercise the duties of both clerk and treasurer through the end of her term on December 31, 2010.  Thereafter, the positions of clerk and treasurer shall be split.
