ORDINANCE NO. 2009-22
CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS

SETTING A SPEED LIMIT ON ROADWAYS IN THE CITY THAT ARE NOT OTHERWISE POSTED, MANDATING COMPLIANCE WITH SPEED LIMITS, ESTABLISHING AUTHORITY TO SET AND POST SPEED LIMITS,

AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES
____________________________________________________________________

WHEREAS, establishing a speed limit for vehicles on roadways in the City that are not otherwise posted with a speed limit will permit more effective control of vehicle speeds without the necessity and expense of erecting additional speed limit signs, particularly on short residential streets; and


WHEREAS, compliance with speed limits should be mandated not only by state law, but also by local ordinance; and

WHEREAS, current valid speed limits on city streets were posted when city streets were county roads; and


WHEREAS, the city requires a method of establishing the authority to set and post speed limits on city streets.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS:


Section 1:  Unless otherwise posted, the speed limit for any vehicle travelling on any roadway in the City of Bella Vista shall be twenty-five (25) miles per hour.


Section 2:  Vehicles travelling on any roadway in the City of Bella Vista shall not be operated faster than the speed limit.  This requirement shall not apply to police, fire or ambulance vehicles being operated on official business in response to an emergency or during pursuit.

Section 3:  The Mayor, or his designee, shall have authority to set and post speed limits on city streets.  This authority shall not extend to any state, federal or interstate highway located within the City of Bella Vista.
