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ORDINANCE NO.  2010-12
AN ORDINANCE TO REPEAL ORDINANCE NO. 2010-06 PROHIBITING THE PURCHASE, POSSESSION, SALE AND OFFERING FOR SALE THE SYNTHETIC CANNABINOID KNOWN AS “SPICE” OR “K2”; PROVIDING FOR THE EMERGENCY CLAUSE AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Bella Vista, Arkansas on May 24, 2010, adopted Ordinance No. 2010-06 which prohibited the purchase, possession, sale and offering for sale the synthetic cannabinoid known as “Spice” or “K2” as they were not  yet categorized as illegal controlled substances under state or federal law; and 


WHEREAS, many communities in the State of Arkansas also have passed ordinances that have taken various positions on the distribution and/or possession of “K2” also providing for differing penalties; and


WHEREAS, on July 2, 2010, the State of Arkansas, via the Board of Health has criminalized both the possession and distribution of “K2” and has established a uniform penalty including a fine and/or imprisonment.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF Bella Vista, ARKANSAS:

Section 1:  
Due to the State of Arkansas Board of Health regulating Synthetic Marijuana Products a/k/a “Spice” or “K2”, Ordinance No. 2010-06 is no longer needed and is hereby repealed.

Section 2:  EMERGENCY CLAUSE.  That it is hereby declared that an emergency exists and this ordinance being necessary for the preservation of the health, safety and welfare of the citizens of Bella Vista Arkansas, to avoid any confusion and contradiction of State Law, shall be effective immediately upon its passage and approval.
