REPEALING AND RECREATING SECTION 13 OF ORDINANCE NO. 2008-02, AS AMENDED, CONCERNING PARKING, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES

______________________________________________________________________


WHEREAS, Ordinance 2008-02 regulates the parking of vehicles and trailers in the City; and


WHEREAS, Ordinance 2008-07 amended Ordinance 2008-02 to clarify which vehicles were to be regulated and Ordinance 2009-11 amended Ordinance 2008-02 to surfacing requirements; and


WHEREAS, it is necessary to further clarify the purpose and enforcement of this section.  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS:

Section 1: The existing language of Section 13, Prohibited Parking of Certain Vehicles on Certain Areas of Property in Residential Areas of the City, as originally ordained under Ordinance 2008-02 and subsequent amendments 2008-07 and 2009-11, are hereby repealed.
Section 2: Section 13 of Ordinance 2008-02, is hereby recreated with the following language:
SECTION 13:  PROHIBITED PARKING OF CERTAIN VEHICLES ON CERTAIN AREAS OF PROPERTY IN RESIDENTIAL ZONES OF THE CITY.
(a) General.
(1) All vehicles, regardless of type, regulated under the provisions of this section shall have current tags or registration as required.

(2) All vehicles regulated under the provisions of this section shall not be permitted to be parked on any city street between 6:00 p.m. and 6:00 a.m.
(3) For the purposes of this section, carports shall be considered as garages for the parking of vehicles.

(b) Exemptions. 

(1) It shall not be a violation of this section when it is necessary to avoid conflict with other traffic or when complying with the directions of a law enforcement officer, traffic control device, or parking control device.

(2) Vehicles owned by religious facilities located in residential zones are hereby exempt from the provisions of this section. 
(c) Definitions. For the purposes of this section, the following terms are defined as follows:
(1) “Opaque Screen”. A barrier that completely blocks an object from a viewer’s sight twelve (12) months out of the year.  Opaque screens must be permanent in nature, continually maintained in a neat and orderly manner, and in compliance with all other City ordinances.”
(2)  “Paved surface”: Any area covered with concrete, asphalt, brick, concrete pavers, or SB-2 gravel. Decorative gravel is not considered a paved surface.
(3)  “Residential zone”: Any area within the municipal limits zoned as R-E, R-MH, R-1, R-2, R-3, or subsequent residential districts created under the Zoning Code.

(4)  “SB-2 gravel”: Commonly known as Sub-base number 2 from Arkansas State Highway and Transportation Department road construction standards; a type of gravel used as base material for paved roads that is well graded and packs well. SB-2 does not include “decorative gravel”.
(d) Applicability. Vehicles regulated under this section shall include recreational vehicles, boats or other watercraft, golf carts, enclosed trailers, non-enclosed flat bed trailers with a bed size larger than five (5) feet by ten (10) feet, and truck campers.

(e) Surfacing. All vehicles regulated under this section shall be parked on a weed free, paved surface. Parking of vehicles on grass or decorative gravel surfaces is specifically prohibited. 
(1) If vehicles are parked on an SB-2 gravel surface, the gravel surface must be contained in a well defined area with a containment border.
(f) Temporary Timeframe. 

(1) Vehicles used for temporary human occupancy, including recreational vehicles and truck campers, may be temporarily parked in any residential zone for no longer than seven (7) days without screening, so long as said vehicles are in conformance with other provisions of this section.

(2) The provision in §13(f)(1) is not intended to allow long term storage by moving a vehicle every few days. Such actions will be considered long term storage and require the screening requirements identified in §13(g).
(3) Vehicles used for temporary human occupancy stored for longer than seven (7) days, are subject to the screening requirements of §13(g), below.
(g) Screening. Vehicles may not be parked forward of the front of the house and must be screened with an opaque screen, as defined in §13(c)(1), so that any such vehicles may not be seen from any city street.
(1)  Exemption:  Vehicles used for temporary human occupancy and driven for normal everyday transport are exempt from this provision.
