AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CITY OF BELLA VISTA ZONING ORDINANCES BY REZONING CERTAIN LANDS COMMONLY KNOWN AS 1610 FOREST HILLS BOULEVARD FROM R-1 TO C-1, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES



WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of the City of Bella Vista Zoning Ordinances, the City Council has found that certain hereinafter described are better suited for C-1 (Neighborhood Commercial) than R-1 (Single Family Residential) zoning; and
WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that the public interest and welfare will be enhanced by the requested rezoning; and
WHEREAS, the rezoning request complies with the City of Bella Vista Future Land Use Plan; and

WHEREAS, the City of Bella Vista Planning Commission conducted a public hearing on April 11, 2011, to hear all interested parties and recommended approval of the rezoning request.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS:

Section 1: That the City of Bella Vista Zoning Ordinances and Map should be amended as provided herein.
Section 2: That the following land hereinafter described should be zoned C-1 and that said land, located in the City of Bella Vista, is described as follows:
A part of the NW ¼ of the SE ¼ of Section 29, Township 21 North, Range 31 West of the 5th Principal Meridian, Benton County, Arkansas, lying North of Arkansas State Highway 279 and being more particularly described as follows:
Beginning at the East Quarter Corner of said Section 29, said corner being a found limestone and having coordinates 784,596.20 N and 1,326,581.56 E of the Arkansas State Coordinate System, North Zone and the basis of bearings being said Arkansas State Coordinate System North Zone; thence N 87°40’29” W along the N-S ¼ line a distance of 2304.78 feet to the true Point of Beginning, said Point Beginning being a set number 4 rebar; thence S 21°14’27” E a distance of 215.87 feet to a set iron pin in the center line of State Highway 279, said iron pin being number 4 rebar; thence S 70°41’28” W a distance of 438.78 feet along said centerline of State Highway 279 to a set iron pin, said iron pin being a number 4 rebar; thence S 70°55’00” W a distance of 11.43 feet along said centerline of State Highway 279 to a set iron pin, said iron pin being a number 4 rebar; thence leaving said centerline N 03°01’59” E a distance of 363.83 feet along the E-W ¼ line to a found pipe; said pipe being 1 ¼” diameter; thence S 87°40’29” E a distance of 327.71 feet to the true Point of Beginning containing 2.48 acres more or less and subject to the right-of-way of Arkansas State Highway 279.
