SUPPORTING A POSTMASTER FOR THE CITY OF BELLA VISTA POST OFFICES


WHEREAS, the City of Bella Vista, AR is located in Benton County, Arkansas and is currently served by two post offices (Town Center and Highlands Crossing); and


WHEREAS, the two post offices are under the jurisdiction of the Bentonville Postmaster who makes all decisions relating to the operations of the Bella Vista post offices; and

WHEREAS, the Bella Vista post offices serve the first class city of Bella Vista, which has approximately 26,000 +- residents; and

WHEREAS, it would be beneficial to the residents and City of Bella Vista to have their own postmaster who would be responsible for the day to day operations of the post offices, including financial control, routing, sorting and scheduling of hours.


NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council of the City of Bella Vista hereby supports the requests of its citizens that the U. S. Postal Service hire/appoint a Postmaster to the Bella Vista Post Offices, who will have responsibility for the day to day operations for the citizens of Bella Vista. 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Clerk forward a copy of this resolution to Congressman Boozman, requesting that he actively pursue the hiring/appointment of a postmaster to the Bella Vista post offices.
