CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS

AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CITY CLERK TO ENTER INTO A CONTRACT WITH VANCE BROTHERS, INC. FOR PURPOSES OF PROVIDING “SLURRY SEAL” RESURFACING TO CITY STREETS, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES

WHEREAS, on July 30, 2007 the City of Bella Vista received bids for a “Slurry Seal” resurfacing program for the City of Bella Vista; and


WHEREAS, Vance Brothers, Inc. was the low bidder and a contract was entered into on August 6, 2007; and


WHEREAS, Section 4.13 of the “Request for Bids” being a part of the Contract, provides for the extension of the contract for up to four (4) additional one year terms, with any extension to be mutually agreed upon by the “City” and the “Contractor”; and


WHEREAS, Vance Brothers, Inc. was the only contractor to bid in 2007 and has indicated that they will be working in the tri-state area in the near future, and has offered to extend their contract for one (1) year with the cost to be increased by 5% over the 2007 bid amount; and


WHEREAS, the Mayor of the City of Bella Vista City Council has reviewed the availability of other contractors who can provide this service; reviewed the past performance of the contractor; and realizes the need to proceed in a timely manner to best serve the citizens of Bella Vista.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS:


Section 1: 
The City Council hereby agrees that it is in the best interests of the City of Bella Vista to grant a one (1) year extension of the 2007 Slurry Seal Resurfacing Contract with Vance Brothers, Inc. based on a price increase of 5%.

Section 2.  The Mayor and City Clerk are hereby authorized to enter into a contract with Vance Brothers, Inc. to provide for “slurry seal” resurfacing of city streets in an amount not to exceed $550,000 for calendar year 2008.

Section 3.
Said amount shall be paid from previously budgeted funds.
