CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CITY CLERK TO ENTER INTO A CONTRACT WITH THE LOCAL GOVERNMENT PURCHASING COOPERATIVE AND SUTPHEN, INC. FOR THE PURCHASE OF A FIRE TRUCK IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $700,000.00, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES

WHEREAS, Arkansas purchasing laws (Ark. Code Ann. 19-11-249, and others) permit cities to participate in cooperative purchasing agreements whereby governmental entities pool resources and participate together in the bidding of equipment for public entities, with the goal of saving taxpayer dollars to a greater extent than any one governmental entity could act on its own through the standard process of competitive bidding on an individual basis; and


WHEREAS, the City is in need of a new fire truck which includes a seventy-five foot ladder; and


WHEREAS, it is believed that said fire truck, in order to meet fire department needs, will cost an amount not to exceed $700,000.00; and


WHEREAS, said amount includes a substantial savings from the manufacturer, Sutphen, Inc., only through participation in The Local Government Purchasing Cooperative of the Texas Association of School Boards; and

WHEREAS, other cities in Arkansas, including Bentonville, have participated in similar programs in Texas and have saved a significant amount of taxpayer dollars; and


WHEREAS, the City’s 2008 budget currently includes $70,000.00 to go toward the purchase of a new fire truck.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS:


Section 1:  The Mayor and City Clerk are hereby authorized to enter into a contract with The Local Government Purchasing Cooperative of the Texas Association of School Board and Sutphen, Inc. on behalf of the City for the acquisition of a fire truck, including a seventy-five foot ladder, for an amount not to exceed $700,000.00, including applicable taxes and delivery charges, if any.


Section 2:  $70,000.00 from the currently (2008) budgeted fire department/equipment over $1000 budget fund shall be used as a down payment toward the total cost.  Financing of the remainder will be accomplished through the 2009 Budget and finalized near the time for delivery, anticipated to be at some time in 2009.
