RESOLUTION NO. R2009-05
CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS

AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CITY CLERK TO ENTER INTO A CONTRACT WITH FOCHTMAN ENTERPRISES INC. FOR RECONSTRUCTION/REPAIR OF THE ROADWAY AND  REPLACEMANT OF A CULVERT UNDER SCALLOWAY DRIVE, AND TO AMEND THE 2009 BUDGET,  AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES

WHEREAS,  a corrugated metal pipe under Scalloway Drive just south of Cullen Hills Drive was damaged during the Spring 2008 rains which resulted in the collapse of a significant portion of the road and closure of the road to traffic; and

WHEREAS, the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) reviewed the damage and approved inclusion of the project as one meeting the requirements for reimbursement of costs to repair the area to pre-rain conditions; and 

WHEREAS, the CEI Engineering firm on behalf of the City of Bella Vista, advertised for bids and open bids on the proposed project; AND


WHEREAS, the City of Bella Vista did not appropriate any funds for the completion of the project in the original 2009 Budget and it is prudent and necessary for the City to amend the 2009 Budget to provide for the financing of this project. 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS:

Section 1:  The Mayor and City Clerk are authorized to enter into a contract with FOCHTMAN ENTERPRISES INC.  for the reconstruction/repair of the roadway and replacement of a culvert under Scalloway Drive in an amount not to exceed $ 103,233.00, per the bid received.  

Section 2:   The City of Bella Vista 2009 Budget is hereby amended to include $143,745.95 for the Scalloway Project, to cover the bid amount, the already incurred engineering costs, planned engineering costs and any unexpected contingencies; said funds to come from unexpended 2008 Reserves.

Section 3:  The City of Bella Vista will submit the cost of reconstruction/repair to the Federal Emergency Management Agency for reimbursement.
