Approve Hiring Additional Public Safety Personnel

RESOLUTION NO. R2010-23
CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS

AUTHORIZING THE HIRING OF ADDITIONAL FIRE AND POLICE DEPARTMENT PERSONNEL AND APPROVING THE EXPENDITURE OF

PUBLIC SAFETY CITY SALES TAX REVENUES
______________________________________________________________________

WHEREAS, on December 17, 2009, the Bella Vista City Council adopted Resolution No. R2009-49, adopting the 2010 Operating Budget for the City of Bella Vista and  identified that personnel expenditures shall not exceed the number of employees specified in the annual budget or an amendment thereto; and
WHEREAS, a Committee was appointed to look into the staffing levels of the Bella Vista Police and Fire Departments and to ascertain the need for additional police and fire personnel; and

WHEREAS, a Committee was also appointed to address the future funding of additional personnel for public safety purposes and recommended that the City ask the residents to vote on a 1% City sales tax to fund expansion of our Public Safety personnel; and

WHEREAS, on December 8, 2009, the residents of the City of Bella Vista approve the implementation of a 1% City Sales tax for  funding public safety needs up to $750,000 with any additional revenues to be designated for general purpose revenues; and

WHEREAS, the City has been receiving City Sales Tax revenues and currently have over $340,000 in a special account for Public Safety needs.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS:


Section 1:  As a result of the residents supporting the implementation of a city sales tax to address the needs of our Public Safety Departments, the Mayor is hereby authorized to hire:

· Four (4) additional Fire Department personnel effective immediately; and
· Three (3) additional Police Officers, to be effective one month prior to entering Police Academy Training.

Section 2.  The cost of salaries and all benefits associated with personnel and outfitting of the new personnel shall be transferred out of the Public Safety City Sales Tax Fund to reimburse the General Fund for these expenditures.
