AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CITY CLERK TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT WITH THE UNITED STATES DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE, NATURAL RESOURCES CONSERVATION SERVICE  (NRCS) AND THE BELLA VISTA VILLAGE PROPERTY OWNERS ASSOCIATION,  FOR PURPOSES OF RELIEVING HAZARDS CREATED BY NATURAL DISASTERS (FLOODING) THAT CAUSED IMPAIRMENT OF STREAM BANK EROSION OF A WATERSHED,

LOCATED IN THE CITY OF BELLA VISTA
______________________________________________________________________

WHEREAS, the United States Department of Agriculture Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) has funds available to help relieve hazards caused by natural disasters on a cost share basis; and
WHEREAS, the severe storms of April and May 2011 have caused severe stream bank erosion of Sugar Creek within the corporate limits of the City of Bella Vista; and 
WHEREAS, NRCS and the City have a mutual interest in alleviating hazards within Benton County as a result of the April and May 2011 natural disasters; and
WHEREAS, NRCS has estimated the cost for the  removal and disposal of debris and the equipment and labor necessary for stream bank stabilization in accordance with Federal contracting procedures and specifications to be approximately $89,760; and

WHEREAS, the City will be required to provide a minimum of 25 percent (25%) of the total cost of the work included in the agreement, said amount is estimated to be $22,440 which shall be provided with both non-cash and cash contributions; and

WHEREAS, the Bella Vista Village Property Owners Association owns the abutting property to Sugar Creek shoreline and has agreed to reimburse the City for its share of the cost of the restoration of the stream bank.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BELLA VISTA, ARKANSAS:







Section 1:  The Mayor and City Clerk are hereby authorized to enter into an agreement with the United States Department of Agriculture Natural Resources Conservation Service for the removal and disposal of debris and the restoration and stabilization of the stream bank as a result of the April and May 2011 storms.

Section 2:  The Mayor and City Clerk are hereby authorized to enter into an agreement with the Bella Vista Village Property Owners Association for reimbursement of the City’s portion (a minimum of 25% - estimated to be $22,440) of the total cost of the work performed pursuant to Agreement No. 65-7103-11-1218.
