WHEREAS, Mayor Anderson appointed Aldermen Farner and Shrum to serve on an Ad Hoc Committee to review possible annexation options; and
WHEREAS, the Ad Hoc Committee met on numerous occasions and have prepared a report and recommendations to the City Council on possible annexations; and
WHEREAS, the City Council in a work session on October 11, 2011, discussed the various recommendations in the report.  
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BELLA VISTA:

Section 1.  The City Council accepts the report of the Ad-Hoc Committee on Annexation.

Section 2.  The City Council is in agreement with and affirms its support to move forward with the recommendations made by the Committee.

Section 3.  The City Administration is directed to prepare the required ordinance(s) to call a special election in March or April of 2012 to put the annexation question(s) before the voters of Bella Vista and the affected areas.
